From The Pastor’s Desk 
 
 

Salvation: Safe & Secure? 
 

This is Part 2 on the doctrine of eternal security. The issue is 
whether or not a genuine believer can lose his or her salva-
tion and, if so, under what circumstance. 

 

Last week, I summarized the four major positions on the is-
sue. Here they are: (1) yes, by committing a grave sin; (2) 
yes, by committing apostasy (i.e., abandoning the faith); (3) 
yes, but only the non-elect; and (4) no, a genuine believer 
cannot lose his or her salvation under any circumstance. 
 

I asked you to think about your own view on the issue and 
why you believe that. 
 

I personally support the view that a genuine believer cannot 
lose his or her salvation under any circumstance; that God 
(not us) keeps our salvation secure. 
 

There are three major arguments in favor of this. The first is 
that the doctrine of eternal security is a necessary and logical 
outcome of the other salvation doctrines (see Romans 8:29-
30, for example) and everything would need to be reversed 
or undone for salvation to be lost. That, it is reasoned, is il-
logical. 
 

A second major argument in favor of eternal security is also 
based on logic. The view is that, if God truly wants or ex-
pects a believer to be confident of his or her salvation (which 
seems to be the case based upon numerous texts), it must be 
secure. In other words, we cannot do what God wants (be 
confident of our salvation) if it is not secure. 
 

Finally, it is argued that, of the four major views listed 
above, the Bible speaks most forcefully and clearly in de-
fense of eternal security. Examples include: John 10:27-30; I 
Peter 1:3-5; and Romans 8:29-30. These passages are all 
forceful and clear. By comparison, the “proof-text” most 
often cited in opposition to eternal security is Hebrews 6:4-6. 
The passage is forceful, but relatively unclear. One cannot 
even be certain it is talking about the genuinely saved. 
 

Some are concerned that the doctrine of eternal security en-
courages sinful behavior (“I can do whatever I want because 
I’m still going to heaven”). Obviously, that would be a terri-
ble attitude for a believer to have, but I don’t think the an-
swer is to say that if they don’t straighten up, God will take 
away their salvation. 
 

As I mentioned last week, may God continue to deepen our 
understanding of the wonderful salvation He has provided 
through His Son Jesus Christ.
