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From The Pastor’s Desk

In Memory of Tim Hawn

Monday was a day of sorrow & grief for Sally and me. It would have
been our son Tim’s 22nd birthday. Tragically, Tim took his own life last
November 21 after being rejected by a young lady he was pursuing.

The only “negative” to our having moved to Harlan is that you, our
church family, did not know Tim. You would have liked him! He was tall
(6" 4”) and lean. The girls considered him good looking. He was very
fashion-conscious and had an easy-going manner. | would describe him
as “affable.” He was also a thinker; he would sit for hours and just think
about things.

During high school, Tim played varsity basketball (one of only two white
kids on the team). Besides basketball, he liked to lift weights and go to
the mall with his friends. He was a huge Minnesota Vikings fan. After
church on Sunday, he would rush home to get everything ready for the
game and lay claim to the sofa. His favorite meal was steak, so we al-
ways went out for steak on his birthday and he would order the biggest
(and most expensive) on the menu.

In 2008, Tim spent the summer in St. Paul, working for his uncle and
alongside his cousin. It was such a good experience for him, and he
returned home, more serious about school and focused on a career in
business. Because of his way with people, | think he would have been a
great businessman.

Tim accepted the Lord and was baptized while in 4t grade. Around that
time, while other boys would pretend to be a policeman or professional
athlete, Tim would pretend to be a pastor, preaching a sermon. (This
was years before his dad became a pastor.) | always thought Tim would
be a pastor one day and maybe he would have.

Tim seemed pretty solid, spiritually, until college, when we could tell that
the world was exerting more and more influence on him. On the other
hand, he really enjoyed Sunday night Bible study and attempted to live
out many of the Truths we talked about. As he contemplated taking his
own life, the spiritual warfare taking place in his mind and heart that
evening must have been intense. The Bible describes Satan as a de-
ceiver and murderer; he prowls around like a roaring lion, looking for
someone to devour.

You could say that Satan won the battle that night; however, given that
Tim’s soul was immediately taken into the presence of the Lord (his
salvation kept secure by Christ), we know the ultimate victory belongs to
Christ.

We're certain that, to the extent there is regret in heaven, Tim regrets
the decision he made on November 21. Suicide has been described as
a permanent solution to a temporary problem. It is also a sin that can
only be forgiven through the shed blood of Christ. As the song says,
“Thank You for the Cross, thank You for the Cross, thank You for the
Cross, my Friend.”

Well, now you know Tim a bit better. As | said, you would have liked
him.
