Jesus, when commissioning Peter to build His 

church on faith in Him, said to the loyal disciple, 

“Feed My Sheep.”  Jesus said it three times.   

When the Lord of the Universe tells you 

something three times you can bank on it, that is 

what He wants you to do. 

Just these last two Sundays, in Acts 6, we 

have learned that God wants us to first take care of 

His sheep spiritually and second physically, but not 

necessarily always in that order.  I would have to ar-

gue that spiritually is the most important in God’s 

economy, but sometime it takes that act of physical 

kindness to make a human being realize the impor-

tance of the spiritual gift as well.
